All members were welcomed and
introduced.

Review and Approval of Minutes

The minutes from the Tobacco-Free Workgroup meeting held on
January 28, 2013 were reviewed. Karen Rivo motioned to approve
the minutes and Amelinda Loddo seconded the motion. Members of
the Tobacco-Free Workgroup unanimously approved the minutes
from January 28, 2013.

Vote on time and location

Nancy Maidique informed members that at the Executive Board
members had discussed changing meeting locations. This was one
of the finding from the sustainability report that will help the
Consortium as well as raise interest in committee projects. It was
concluded that members may volunteer their workplace to host
upcoming meetings; however the Beacon Center would remain as
the main location.

Subcommittee & Tobacco-Free
Workgroup Updates

Candy Flavored Tobacco: Rachelle Theodore

Rachelle updated the Workgroup that the Miami Lakes Educational
Center celebrated Kick Butts Day with keynote speaker Jordan
Bontrager. Students demonstrated the dangers of tobacco by laying
body bags around the school. These were mark with tombstones
that had tobacco facts. Over 600 students and numerous adults
were reached through the event. Adults that attended requested
cessation information.

Model Tobacco Policy K-12: Rachelle Theodore

Miami-~Dade County Public School Board endorsed Kick Butts Day.
The Tobacco-Free Workgroup discussed the most important issues
that should be brought to attention at the next meeting with the
School Board contact. These include components 8 and 9 for the
Model K to 12 Policy — Wearing clothing or using other items that
advertise or promote tobacco products is prohibited and Tobacco
advertising and acceptance of gifts, including curriculum, from
tobacco companies is prohibited. The members also agreed that
signage was a necessary component to be discussed.

Tobacco-Free Multi-~Unit Housing: Valencia Morris

Valencia Morris updated the Workgroup on the recent
presentations that were made to public housing managers, staff,
builders and tenants at 5 buildings that will soon be undergoing
renovations. As part of the renovations a smoke-free policy will be
put in place.

Employee Cessation: Jessica Weigner

The Tobacco-Free Workgroup will be collaborating with Worksite
Wellness Committee next quarter to contact smoke-free hotels that
may be interested in joining the Consortium.
