The Florida Department of Health in Miami-Dade County is joining forces with the American 
Cancer Society to raise awareness of prostate cancer as an important health concern among 
American men. Other than skin cancer, prostate cancer is the most frequently diagnosed 
cancer in men, especially in African American men. About 1 in 9 men will be diagnosed with 
prostate cancer during their lifetime. The American Cancer Society recommends all men talk 
with their health care provider, so they can decide if prostate cancer screening is right for them.

   • There are more than 174,000 new cases of prostate cancer     	
      each year.
   • The average age at the time of diagnosis is about 66.
   • More than 2.9 million men in the United States who have 	
      been diagnosed with prostate cancer at some point are still    	
      alive today.
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In the United States, 15,780 children under the age of 21 are diagnosed with 
cancer every year. The causes of pediatric cancer are still largely unknown, and 
though new discoveries are resulting in innovative treatments, this heartbreaking 
disease continues to scar families and communities in ways that may never fully 
heal.  September is a time to commit to raising childhood cancer awareness. 
Lets remember the young lives lost too soon and stand with the families facing 
childhood cancer.  We can all make a difference when combating this terrible illness.
