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You Must Now Be At Least 21

Retailers are unaware that federal law has changed regarding the minimum sales
age for tobacco. It used to be 18, but now it is 21.

Please inform retailers of this healthy and important
change in the law. This new federal law states that if the
rate of non-compliance is 10% or more, Florida will lose
federal funds allocated to tobacco prevention.

“On December 20, 2019, the President signed legislation
to amend the Federal Food, Drug, and Cosmetic Act, and
raise the federal minimum age of sale of tobacco products
from 18 to 21 years. It is now illegal for a retailer to sell
any tobacco product - including cigarettes, cigars and
e-cigarettes — to anyone under 21.”
